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One key outcome for the PPP Forum is the establishment of a SIDS Global
Business Network to better link the three SIDS regions better, allow for
exchange of lessons learned and good practices as well as follow-up on the
announcements made at the Forum.

Public-Private Partnerships

During Samoa SIDS Private Sector Partnerships Forum, the important role of
Public- Private Partnerships (PPPs) was a constant feature in the presentations,
announcements and discussions. The SIDS Accelerated Modalities of Action
(SAMOA) Pathway, the outcome of the Third International Conference on SIDS,
recognised that the private sector plays an increasingly important role in
achieving sustainable economic development, including through public-private
partnerships.

PPP allows for business ventures in which the government and companies in the
private sector work together, while ensuring that each partner still retains its

One of the key advantages of a PPP approach is that added value is achieved in
WKH IRUP Rl KLIJKHU TXDIW\ HQG SURGXFW 3331V SURYIGH PXFK QHHGHG QHZ
financing arrangements that can be utilized in order to acquire the financing
required to fund projects.
