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With the impact of COVID-19, global debt has soared to unprecedented heights. In some of the 

most vulnerable countries, more than a quarter of public revenue is being used to service public 

debt, severely limiting fiscal space.   

We need to ensure that resources and debt relief reach all countries that need it, in order to create 

space for investments in recovery and the Sustainable Development Goals.  

  

Combatting illicit financial flows is also necessary to ensure that resources are channeled where 

they are needed most.   

  



And leave no one behind.
