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Living within constraints

• State unable to provide social services due to poor economic growth 
arising from adverse economic order,and domestic political crises 

• Shrinking fiscal space also results from financial haemorrhage in 
‘ungoverned spaces’. 

• Over 123billion Naira ($295,850,547) accrue to National Union of 
Road Transport Workers (NURTW), Lagos state. And No accountability. 

• Impact of dwindling foreign exchange earnings on social spending can 
be mitigated if financial leakages in ungoverned spaces are plugged.
