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I. Overview 

The present document provides an overview of the workshop held as part of the second 

round of regional workshops in support of the third cycle of the Regular Process for Global 

Reporting and Assessment of the State of the Marine Environment, including 

Socioeconomic Aspects (“Regular Process”), covering the North and South Pacific regions 

and the Wider Caribbean area. The workshop was held in Kingston, Jamaica, from 12 to 

16 June 2023 and comprised two components. Component one was in support of the 

development of the third World Ocean Assessment (WOA III) (12 - 14 June) and

II. Background 

The 18th meeting of the Ad Hoc Working Group of the Whole on the Regular Process held 

on 27 March 2023 at the United Nations Headquarters in New York endorsed the following 

documents pertaining to the development of the third World Ocean Assessment:

¶ The comprehensive annotated outline of the third World Ocean Assessment, 

containing a summary of the content and format 

¶ The list of expertise needed for the writing teams

assessment that will form Output 1 of the programme of work for the third cycle

III. Conduct of the workshop 

The workshop in Kingston, Jamaica was held under the auspices of the United Nations, 

represented by the Division for Ocean Affairs and the Law of the Sea (DOALOS) of the 

Office of Legal Affairs, which also serves as the secretariat for the Regular Process, and 

was hosted and convened by the International Seabed Authority (ISA).  

 

The workshop was attended by 23 participants (see Annex 1 – Participant List), 10 of whom 

identified as female, with nationalities of various countries from within and outside of the 

region and included several representatives from Least Developed Countries (LDCs), 

Landlocked Developing Countries (LLDCs) and Small Islands Developing States (SIDS). 

For example Argentina, Bangladesh, Brazil, China, Colombia, Dominican Republic, 

Ecuador, Hong Kong SAR, India, New Zealand, Nigeria, Republic of Korea, Samoa, Togo, 

Tonga, Trinidad and Tobago, United Kingdom, and Vietnam. The participants came from 

national organizations, non-governmental organizations, and academic research 

institutions. 

 

The Regular Process was represented by members of the Group of Experts (Mr. Kwasi 

Appeaning Addo, Mr. Donovan Campbell, Mr. Roberto de Pinho, and Ms. Felicia Chinwe 

Mogo) and DOALOS as the secretariat of the Regular Process (Mr. François Bailet, Mr.

A.4. Next Steps 

Before the closing of the Assessment workshop, Mr. Kwasi Appeaning Addo, Mr. 

Donovan Campbell, and Ms. Felicia Chinwe Mogo provided a summary of the Assessment 

workshop and explained the next steps that the Group of Experts will take and the writing 

team members in developing the third World Ocean Assessment. They underscored the 

significance of integrating gender equity and Indigenous knowledge into ocean 

assessments, marking the first inclusion of these aspects in the assessment. Participants 

were encouraged to contribute their input and ideas to the writing teams responsible for 

these chapters. The workshop brought attention to opportunities for international 

collaboration, particularly in research exchanges and fellowships.  

 

 

 

B. Workshop on Ocean Governance and the Strengthening of Ocean science-policy 

Interface 

 
Part two of the program focused on ocean governance and the interaction between science 

and policy. It allowed participants to gain a comprehensive understanding of the ocean 

science-policy interface, its role in governance, and techniques to enhance its effectiveness. 

The component also involved evaluating the science-policy interface, pinpointing areas 

requiring improvement, and proposing solutions through a dedicated simulation exercise. 

 

Mr. François Bailet gave three presentations on “Law of the Sea and Ocean Governance,” 

“Lessons-learned for Strengthening the Science-Policy Interface,” and “Sustainable 

Ocean-Based Economies and Ocean Governance.” Mr. Bailet presented the topic of ocean 

governance and the various frameworks involved in managing the oceans. Mr. Bailet also 

emphasized collaboration, adaptive management, and the incorporation of Indigenous and 

Traditional knowledge and governance within ocean governance frameworks to address 

challenges, achieve sustainable outcomes, ensure fair benefit sharing, and obtain informed 

consent in citizen science initiatives while making valuable data from the private sector 

and national defense structures more accessible.  

 

Mr. Bailet noted that there is growing interest in engaging with the blue economy 

worldwide, with discussions focusing on sustainability and defining its components. He 

also noted that private sector engagement is increasing, and that there is a need to 

understand the value of natural capital while considering the social, environmental, and 

economic aspects of sustainable development in the ocean sectors. Understanding value 

chains and supply chains is crucial for ocean governance. Companies are increasingly 

interested in sustainable sourcing, creating a "blue premium" for ocean-related products. It 

was noted that various capital sources like official development assistance (ODA), 

philanthropy, and private investments are becoming prominent in funding ocean projects. 

Banks need to adopt sustainable blue finance principles to support ocean initiatives. 

 

The Pacific region is experiencing a growing interest in ocean financing and development 

projects, but there are concerns about their success and impact, Mr. Bailet explained. To 

ensure positive outcomes, it is essential to have a solid governance framework and clear 

https://docs.google.com/document/d/1fw_Dp0aPsocRYi_FQkKvaJYxDMbfLF7t/edit?usp=sharing&ouid=108337618642080564998&rtpof=true&sd=true
https://docs.google.com/document/d/1QytnRHbHR49TCgDpDIeXQArsQ7ulD-d3/edit?usp=sharing&ouid=108337618642080564998&rtpof=true&sd=true
https://docs.google.com/document/d/1YsDEYsJ_twfFNSkXAm_fAbyhXJudGWF8/edit?usp=sharing&ouid=108337618642080564998&rtpof=true&sd=true


objectives, making sure initiatives align with national development agendas. It is crucial 

for recipients to engage with funders and partners actively, holding them accountable to 

avoid duplication and inefficiencies. Additionally, protecting local interests and legislative 

autonomy is vital in the process of seeking and accepting financial assistance. 

 

Following Mr. Bailet’s presentations, Mr. Donovan Campbell, Mr. Kwasi Appeaning 

Addo, and Ms. Felicia Chinwe Mogo gave a presentation on “What is An Assessment?” 

The presentation focused on the World Oceans Assessment and its connection with existing 

processes. The Assessment is aimed at guiding decisions on complex public issues and is 

demand-driven by stakeholders. It involves credible experts from diverse disciplines and 

geographies to synthesize and sort information to support the policy makers. The 

presentation highlighted the opportunity to link with processes like the Global 

Environmental Outlook and IPBES to create greater connectivity. The High-Level Panel 

on Oceans also offers a chance for collaboration, promoting sustainable management of 

ocean resources.  

 

Following the presentations, the participants were involved in a simulation exercise on the 

ocean science-policy interface.  

 

C. Post-workshop survey  

In total, 23 submissions (100% of workshop participants) were received from the workshop 

participants (see Annex 3 – Post-Workshop Survey). These submissions identified that: 

¶ More than 70% of respondents came into the workshop with some defined 

expectations. 

¶ More than 85% of respondents considered the workshop was above or far above 

their expectations. 

¶ All respondents considered that their opinions were always heard and respected. 

¶ More than 85% of respondents thought that all voices present in the meetings were 

heard and represented in the presentations. 

¶ More than 90% of respondents thought the workshop covered all the topics 

presented adequately. 

¶ More than 95% of respondents would be willing to attend another workshop on the 

Regular Process and its associated assessments. 

¶ 16 respondents would like to be informed about the next steps in the third cycle of 

the Regular Process via newsletters, 5 respondents via Instagram, 3 respondents 

via LinkedIn, 4 respondents via TP.13s via
