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Visa requirements 
 
Participants are responsible for their own visa arrangements. Should you require a visa, please 
present a copy of your invitation letter to the Embassy/Consulate in your home country when 
applying for a visa.  
 
Air Arrival/Ground Transportation 
 
New York City is served by three major airports.  
 
John F. Kennedy International (JFK) is about 15 miles outside Manhattan, but traffic is often 
heavy. NYC taxis offer a flat rate to/from Manhattan (current rate is approximately $52.00 plus 
10/20% tip). Depending on the traffic and time of day, the train is often the best option between 
Manhattan and JFK. AirTrain stops at every JFK terminal and connects with both the NYC 
Subway (Howard Beach and Jamaica stations) and Long Island Railroad (Jamaica Station). 
 
 
LaGuardia (LGA) is the closest to Midtown and Upper Manhattan. There are also private bus 
lines going from LGA to midtown (current rate is approximately $15.00 run by Supershuttle and 
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Insurance 
 
The organizers are not liable for damage/health problems that may arise in connection with the 
travel or during the event.
