(LDC) category in 2026 at the UN Committee for Development Policy (CDP) triennial review
in February 2021.

But graduation is no formality. The government already began active preparations in 2018 with
the launch of a cross-ministerial task force. A ‘Support to Sustainable Graduation’ project,
