The	Danish	Ambition:	
	

• Limit	rise	in	global	temperature	to	1.5	degrees	and	achieve	net	zero	by	2050.	
• Lead	by	example,	reduce	national	CO2-emissions	by	70%	in	2030	(1990-level)	and	

support	energy	transition	in	third	countries.	
• Reduce	national	CO2-emissions	by	50-54%	(1990-level)	in	2025.	

	

Nationally:	

• Expect	to	cover	100%	of	the	Danish	electricity	consumption	with	renewable	energy	
by	2028.	

• Up-scale	offshore	wind	by	potentially	up	to	12	GW	with	the	construction	of	the	
world’s	first	two	“energy	islands”.	

• Political	agreement	on	phase	out	of	oil	and	gas	extraction	by	2050	and	immediate	
end	to	existing	and	new	licensing	rounds.	

• Committed	to	EU	targets	on	energy	transition,	the	European	climate	law	and	the	
implementation	of	the
