Add the following paragraphs at the end of the
text

135 (d) Assess the extent to which poverty
eradication programmes have a positive impact on
the empowerment of women living in poverty in
terms of access to training and education,
employment, inheritance skills and social services,
as well as access to and control over land, income
and credit, and define concrete changes in such
programmes in the light of the above assessment;

135 (e) Establish social development funds to minimize
the negative effects of structural adjustment
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[and] provide care to infected girls, women and their
families [promote responsible sexual behaviour,
including abstinence,] and mobilize all parts of the
community [and mobilize all parts of the community];
[provide care to infected girls, women and their
families and mobilize all parts of the community;]

138 (d) Provide access to adequate and affordable
treatment and care for people with sexually
transmitted diseases and HIV and associated
opportunistic infections, such as tuberculosis, and
other services, including adequate housing for
women and girls living with sexually transmitted
diseases and HIV, including during pregnancy and
breastfeeding; assist boys and girls orphaned as a
result of the HIV/AIDS pandemic;
