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e. Incorporation of human rights training in the curricular of primary and
secondary school education, to facilitate the socialization of boys and girls as
equal partners in family and community responsibilities;

f. Revision of the educational curriculum with the aim of eliminating gender
stereotyping and encouraging boys and girls to progress in education; and,
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c. Expand quality, affordable health care services and increase resource
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
